Weeding is the act of picking out elements cut inside the logo. This takes extra time, thus adding an 
extra amount per logo to cover production costs.

If your logo is only one colour, consider a weeded ProFLEX option. ProFLEX is perfect for intricate 
logos and can weed text as small as 5mm high!

Vector & Raster Files

When dealing with �les, there are two 
common types,
 
Raster (jpeg, gif, tiff) (made up of pixels)

To ensure the best looking print, always 
aim to provide a Vector �le of your logo or 
image.

If you only have a Raster �le, aim to provide 
one at the highest resolution possible. 

Sometimes you may have what you think is 
a Vector �le (ai, eps of pdf ), however it is 
just a Raster �le placed in a Vector format! 
The way to tell if your image is Vector is to 
use your pdf or image viewer to zoom in on 
the image. If it stays crisp, its a Vector. If it 
begins to appear fuzzy, its a Raster.

Improve Your Logo:
If your Raster logo is of poor resolution or 
quality, we o�er the handy service of logo 
vectorisation. Depending upon the detail 
of your logo, the time taken to complete 
this proceedure varies. Most logos usually 
take around 30 - 90 minutes.
